In fact, at one school I visited 
recently, the AA saw me at the front counter, and continued to have a personal 
conversation for ten minutes before she assisted me in signing in as a visitor!! 
    When I enter the neighborhood school’s classrooms, they are more often than not 
very crowded with 26-30 students crammed into one classroom without the assistance of a 
teacher assistant. I watch the poor teacher try to teach a mandated, one-size-fits-all 
curriculum to children with a wide variety of learning styles and abilities and I just 
cringe.  
    And then I return to our funny little chartreuse building filled with happy faces 
and challenged minds and I say a little prayer of thanks. 

Thanks for this amazing staff, thanks for the very involved and supportive 
families, thanks for the freedom to teach a differentiated curriculum that is 
individualized to meet all learning levels, thanks to the program that frowns upon 
isolation of our special education and gifted students (and values all for their true 
gifts), thanks for pets and nature that are so much a part of “us”, and thanks for 
allowing me to be a part of such a warm and wonderful learning community.

We are delighted to announce that we are a Full Circle Farm pickup 
site!  

For those of you who are not familiar with Full Circle Farm: 
� Full Circle Farm's farm-fresh organic delivery service has been recognized as one of the most successful Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) programs in the nation. Joining our CSA is a way 
to connect directly with a local farm, and receive regular deliveries of fresh, delicious, healthy organic produce. 
People who join the program receive a weekly or biweekly box of farm-fresh foods conveniently delivered to their workplace or a neighborhood host site. Each week on delivery day the pick up 
site becomes a community hub for good food and healthy lifestyles as people stop by to pick up their boxes of organic groceries.  
CSA programs like ours help reconnect consumers to small farms in the face of an increasingly industrialized food system. As people become more and more interested in where their food 
comes from and how it was grown, CSAs are an increasingly popular option for getting high-quality food from a trusted local farm.�  
 

I f you currently receive CSA and would like to pick-up here at Aquarian, just log on to the Full 
Circle site and submit your request via email. Aquarian is a closed location (staff and student 

families only) so you must tell them the password � Dolphins� .
